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Bubbles (Original Author Unknown)
Need:
1 cup water
1/3 cup dish soap (Joy, Sunlight, etc.)
2 Tablespoons light corn syrup

Combine ingredients and enjoy. Try using different objects from your utensil drawer as a bubble wand. 



Different Bubble Blowing Tools (Original Author Unknown)
Use a plastic straw, or make lots of little bubbles by wrapping colored masking tape around five or six plastic straws.
Berry baskets,
fly-swatters,
Plastic rings from soda six-packs,
Wands made from pipe cleaners.
You could also use string and straws. Use a large piece of string and thread on 2 straws. Tie the string at the ends. The straws become the handles. The children hold onto the straws, gently insert the string, pull up, and big bubbles are made.



Another Bubble Idea (Original Author Unknown)
If a child stands inside a hula hoop in a wading pool full of bubble solution, and you pull the hoop up around him? A human bubble!


Basic Bubbles 2  (Original Author Unknown)
Need:
1 cup dishwashing detergent (Joy, Dawn or Ajax are best)
1 gallon water
1 tablespoon glycerin (optional-makes stronger bubbles)

Mix all ingredients and let bubbles settle.



Giant Bubbles  (Original Author Unknown)
Need:
1/2 cup Dawn® or Joy® liquid dishwashing detergent
4 1/2 cups water
3 to 4 tablespoons glycerin

In a large plastic bowl mix all ingredients gently so that foam doesn't form on top of the water. Skim off any foam that appears because it interferes with bubble making. Knot yarn, string, or twine into loops of different sizes, up to 30 inches in circumference. The larger the loop, the larger the bubble. Let string loops soak for a minute in bubble mix.

Using both hands, grasp the loop at two equally distant points and lift it gently out of the water with both sides of the string drawn taut. Open the strings about 1/2 inch apart, keeping the string taut. Lift this string form into the air, and a giant bubble will appear. Label the bubble mix and store it tightly sealed.

This recipe can be doubled or divided, as needed.



No More Tears Bubbles  (Original Author Unknown)
This is great for small children!

Need:
1/4 cup no-tears baby shampoo
3/4 cup water
3 tablespoons light corn syrup

Mix all ingredients and let bubbles settle



Pretty Bubbles  (Original Author Unknown)
Need:
1/3 cup dish soap or baby shampoo
1 1/4 cups water
2 teaspoons sugar
1 drop food color

Put into a small plastic bottle with a wide mouth. Be sure to label it!
